ENGAGE IN EVERYDAY MOMENTS TOGETHER

Morning Time

When you go into your child’s room, cuddle
them and say: “Happy Easter, [child’s
name]!

forever and ever.”

Drive Time

While on the go, see how many people
you can tell, “Happy Easter!”

Bath Time

Add three plastic eggs to bath time. Puta
small toy in two of the eggs and nothing in
the third egg. Count the eggs together.
Next, tell your child to open the eggs. Talk
about what'’s inside the eggs. When your
child opens the empty egg, talk about how
the place where Jesus was buried was
empty because Jesus is alive!
