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DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

Read together: Psalm 131:1-3

"My heart is not lifted up; my eyes are not raised too high; | do not occupy
myself with things too great and too marvelous for me. But | have calmed
and quieted my soul, like a weaned child with its mother; like a weaned child
is my soul within me. O Israel, hope in the Lord from this time forth and
forevermore."

Take two minutes of silence together. During that silence, breathe in and
breathe out with this breath prayer: Breathe in: "l belong to you." Breathe
out: "l am your servant."

Warm-Up

1. What is something significant that happened this week and how do
you feel about it?

2. What's a role or identity in your life that took a while to really sink in —
to feel true about yourself? What helped it finally click?

Going Deeper

3. Eric opened with the idea that "my identity shapes my responsibility."
Where do you see that principle playing out in your own life right now?

4. In John 13:3, Jesus acts from a place of secure identity — he knew who
he was and where he was going. How does security in your identity
change the way you serve? What happens when that security is shaky?

5. Jesus asked his disciples, "Do you understand what | have done for
you?" (v.12). The honest answer was no. Is there an area of your life
where you're still catching up to what Jesus has already modeled for
you?

6. Read Philippians 2:3-7. How does Paul's description of Jesus' posture
connect to what Jesus demonstrated in John 13? What would it look
like to have that same posture in your daily life?

7. Read Romans 12:4-5. Paul says every member "belongs to all the
others." How does that change the way you think about your role — or
lack of role — in the local church?
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8. Eric said the disciples were constantly arguing about who was the
greatest — and yet Jesus called them to wash one another's feet. What
does it look like to serve people you actually disagree with or find
difficult?

Application

9. Eric described two spheres of servant identity — everywhere you go,
and specifically in the local church. Which sphere feels more natural to
you, and which feels like more of a stretch? Why?

10. John 13:17 says, "You will be blessed if you do them." What would it
mean for you to take a concrete step this week — a Start, a Step, or
even just showing up suspicious but curious — toward serving at GBC?
