Opening

Read Psalm 24:1-6 together. Then take two minutes of silence.
During the silence, breathe in: “Everything | have is yours.” Breathe
out: “I surrender it to you now.”

Warm-Up

1.

What is something significant that happened this week, and
how do you feel about it?

Eric used the Seinfeld car reservation scene to contrast
modern and biblical knowledge. Can you think of another
area of life where you know something but haven't let it
become transformation?

Going Deeper
3. Read 2 Corinthians 8:19-21. Paul builds a careful

accountability structure around the collection — multiple
representatives, chosen by the churches, with explicit
transparency. Why do you think financial accountability
matters so much in ministry? How does it either build or
erode your trust in a church?

Eric shared five specific ways GBC practices financial
accountability. Did any of those surprise you? What
qguestions do you still have?

Read Matthew 6:19-21. Eric defined heaven as wherever Jesus
reigns as King and earth as wherever we reign as king
trusting things that won't last to give us what only Jesus can.
How does that definition change the way you read Jesus's
command to store up treasure in heaven?

Eric said “your treasure moves your heart and your heart
moves your treasure.” He used the stock market as an
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example. Where in your life is that most obviously true right
now — either for better or worse?

7. Read Matthew 6:24. Jesus names money as a rival lord, not
just a bad habit. What is the difference between those two
framings, and why does it matter practically?

8. Read 2 Corinthians 9:3-5. Paul says he has boasted about the
Corinthians’ readiness and doesn’t want to be embarrassed.
Is there a giving commitment you started and haven't
finished? What is keeping you from completing it?

Application

9. Eric closed by saying: if you haven't surrendered financially,
you have a lid on your spiritual life. Do you believe that? Is
there a specific financial decision — starting, increasing, or
completing a giving commitment — that would represent
surrender for you right now?

10. Modern people think knowledge is information. The biblical
world thinks knowledge is transformation. What would it
look like for your knowledge of grace to produce
transformation in how you hold your money this week?
